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Geelong and the winery region

WITH THE warmer weather and upcoming season of
festivities, now would be a good time to explore
Geelong’s viticulture.

The Geelong region is renowned for the production
of high quality wines. Excellent examples of Pinot
Noir, Shiraz, Cabernet Sauvignon and Chardonnay
can be found throughout the region.

The development of viticulture in Geelong was
abruptly halted in 1875 when the Victorian
government ordered the removal of vines due to an
outbreak of phylloxera. The vineyards initially
established in the 1850s by mainly Swiss immigrants
were ripped out in the futile hope that the pest would
die with them. The region came alive again in the
1960s when Nini and Daryl Sefton established their
Idyll vineyard. Since that time a significant number of
vineyards and wineries have been established with
the majority of wine producers being small family
owned operations. Scotchman’s Hill, Jindalee and
Pettavel are the only comparatively big wineries.

Grape varieties in the region include Chardonnay,
Pinot Gris, Riesling, Sauvignon Blanc and Semillon -
and in the reds, Cabernet Sauvignon, Malbec, Merlot,
Pinot Noir and Shiraz. Although a young region it has
a sound reputation for Shiraz, and a developing
reputation for Chardonnay and Pinot Noir. In recent
times the region’s Viogniers and Rieslings have also
been turning heads.

Geelong is on the western side of Port Phillip Bay.
The region is bordered by Little River to the north and
by the Leigh River to the west. Also running through
the region are the Barwon and Moorabool rivers. To
the south is Bass Strait delivering chill winds
throughout the year. Rainfall is low and must be
supplemented by irrigation.

This maritime region has three (unofficial)
sub-regions, all of which are characterised by their
proximity to the sea.

The Moorabool Valley although the most inland of
the sub-regions, is still only 15km from Port Phillip
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and 50 km from the Southern Ocean. The valley,
north of Geelong city is typified by the neighbouring
valley-edge vineyards of Bannockburn, By Farr,
Clyde Park, Jindalee and Amietta. The climate is dry,
warm and windy. “A hard bastard of a place to grow
grapes - but they have incredible character”. The soil
is reminiscent of the Black ‘Coonawarra’ soils - clay
on a limestone base.

To the southeast of Geelong city is the Bellarine
Peninsula. The climate is wet, cool and mild resulting
in the need for vignerons to tackle excess vine vigour.
The soils are sandy. Cellar doors are a feature of the
Peninsula, they include Scotchman’s Hill, Bellarine
Estate and Leura Park Estate, with a number of
wineries opening by appointment.

The third sub-region, Surf Coast-Anglesea, has
some of the country’s best surfing beaches including
the famous Bells Beach. The region is cooled by salt
laden winds, which presents salinity challenges to
vineyard managers. This country is scrubby heathland
with soils a patchwork of shale-clays, sands and
buckshot gravels. The main cluster of vineyards lies
behind Torquay and include Mount Duneed one of the
oldest vineyards in Geelong. A mere kilometre from
the famous surf is Bellbrae Estate and Minya Vineyard.

The region is a popular holiday destination, which
is served well by a diversity of accommodation
facilities and excellent restaurants and cafes. There a
number of options for dining amongst the vineyards
and experiencing rural vistas by the sea. Dining
rooms are to be found at Bellarine Estate, Pettavel,
Kilgour Estate, Oakdene Vineyard, Minya Vineyard,
and Staughton Vale.

There are a number of wineries providing vineyard
accommodation, these include, Oakdene, Otway
Estate, Minya Vineyard and Kilgour Estate.

Cultural events are well supported by the region’s
wineries. Scotchman’s Hill, Spray Farm, Bellerine
Estate and Minya Vineyard are among the key hosts
of music, theatre and festival events held throughout
the year. Skandia Geelong Week is Australia’s largest
sailing event, with the focus on the water, food and
wine. Geelong also has a wine show generally held in
Octaber.

For those looking for something a little different
you can visit Adventure Park Estate, a winery located
in a fun park or try your hand at one of Pettavel’s
cooking classes.

Harvest time: mid March to late April.

A brief history

ORIGINALLY known by the local Aboriginals as
Managwhawz, Airey’s Inlet takes its name from John
M.C. Eyrie who took up pastoral runs to the east of the
Inlet near Point Roadnight in 1839. The spelling of
Eyrie’s name was confused somewhere along the way
and the township became known as Airey’s Inlet in the
1840’s.

The area was subdivided in 1887 into one hundred
blocks of land, but as they were relatively
inaccessible, few were occupied.

During the Gold Rush years a four horse wagon was
operated by James Haste to meet the regular Cobb &
Co service which linked Anglesea with Geelong. 1890
saw the construction of the now famous lighthouse by
Messrs R Anderson & Sons. Built on a site known as
Eagle’s Nest Point (renamed Split Point in 1913) the
“White Lady” is Airey’s Inlet’s most recognizable
landmark. The lighthouse stands some 34 meters high
at an elevation of 66 meters above sea level and still
today is an important tool for shipping along the Great
Ocean Road.

1893 saw the Airey’s Inlet Post Office open and the
first school to cater for the children of the timber
milling workers who had moved to the area. A pub and
Anglican church soon followed. Timber was the
town’s biggest industry until its decline after the First
World War, now tourism is the town’s life blood.

The Great Ocean Road was one of the huge
government initiatives to supply work for the
returning servicemen from World War 1, the road
opened in 1922 making Airey’s inlet an important stop
on the Lorne to Anglesea route. Airey’s Inlet has not
been without tragedy, being built around dry timber
forests bushfires have threatened the town and
surrounds many times, the most tragic in recent times
was the February 16th 1983 Ash Wednesday fires
which destroyed much of the region and killed several
people.

Over the last 25 years Airey’s Inlet has bounced back
and rebuilt to become one of the Great Ocean Road’s
premier towns with a thriving community and
fantastic holiday destination all year round.

What to visit at Airey’s Inlet

Airey’s inlet is about half way between Anglesea
and Lorne on the magnificent Great Ocean Road
nestled between the a marine park and the Great
Otway National Parkland. Airey’s is a hidden
treasure with many people rushing to get to the
big tourist towns missing out on the beautiful
charm of this quaint friendly little town. Airey’s
Inlet is a fantastic holiday destination and has so
much to offer both as stop over point for people
wishing to explore further along the Great Ocean
Road or those wanting to kick back and take in
the peace and quiet, fantastic beaches and
tranquillity for a few days or even longer.

Airey’s Inlet hasn’t succumbed to the big
developments; in fact the biggest thing is town is
the “Old White Lady” or Split Point Light House
which has been keeping an watchful eye on the
rugged coastline since 1891. The lighthouse is a
focal point for the town and can be seen for miles
as driving along the twists and turns of the Great
Ocean Road. The lighthouse originally powered
by vaporized kerosene now pumps out a
whopping 1000 watts at night from its tungsten
halogen lamp and can be seen 21 nautical miles
out to sea, helping many a seafarer. Some say the
Old White Lady is haunted but this doesn’t stop
thrives of visitors taking the guided tour on
weekends.

If you are interested in wildlife then Airey’s Inlet
is the perfect place to see some of Australia’s
most beautiful and interesting flora and fauna.
Not only is Airey’s Inlet popular for whale and
dolphin watching the surrounding bushlands
which brought settlers to the region for timber is
home to kangaroos, wallabies, possums, koalas,
echidnas, reptiles and some amazing bird life
including an array of colourful parrots.

The areas beautiful beaches are full of secluded

sandy coves below high cliffs and perfect for rock
pool swimming, snorkeling with plenty of fun in
the sun. Some beaches have strong rips and like
all surf can be very unpredictable. Summer
months there are patrols on some beaches and all
swimmers should only venture where patrols say
it is safe.

Airey’s Inlet has something for everyone all year
round, whether it be a family outing, a romantic
getaway or with a few friends, there is so much to
do and explore, there is great fishing and surfing,
plenty of tracks for bush walking with tall timber
and lush fern forests, cycling, horse riding and
recently hang gliding and canoeing has become
very popular in the area. People visiting Airey’s
Inlet should not miss the Angahook Bark Hut,
which is a replica of a hut dating back to 1862.
The original structure was destroyed in the
horrific Ash Wednesday fires which destroyed
much of the Great Ocean Road in February of
1983.

Just a few kilometres outside Airey’s Inlet
towards Lorne on the Great Ocean Road you will
cross Painkalec Creek into Fairhaven where you
will see some of Australia’s most interesting
beach house architecture including a world
famous house up a huge concrete pole, which
takes in 360 degree views of the surrounding
bushland and coastline. Like Airey’s Inlet
Fairhaven has plenty of accommodation
including apartments, houses and luxury bed and
breakfasts.

Airey’s Inlet is certainly one of the jewels of the
Great Ocean Road and is only 120 kilometres or
an hour and a half drive from the centre of
Melbourne and about half an hour from central
Geelong, it is perfect place for some laid back
relaxation and enjoyment.

HK : My interest in photography goes back to the
early 50°s but it was not until | joined the Geelong
Camera Club in 1979 that | took it more seriously
and taking part in club competitions as well as in
national and international exhibitions.

My main interest used to be Colour Slides but in
1996 | built my own darkroom and started to work
on black and white prints which I enjoyed very
much, in particular, infrared. | still have the
darkroom but have not been active in there for the
last couple of years as digital photography has
taken over completely.

I still take part in the occasional National or
International exhibition as | enjoy the catalogues
one gets when taking part and to keep in touch
with my friends in the Australian Photographic
Society.

GT : | see you also photograph IR (Infrared)
how did you get into that?

HK : | always had a fascination for Infrared
photography and it became reality when | build my
own darkroom, | used Kodak infrared film,
developed and printed my own images it was a lot
of fun, now I use digital infrared, | had my Fuji
S9600 compact camera converted to infrared and it
is fun seeing the “snow-covered” trees in front of
your eyes through the viewfinder.

I think 1 like the idea of being able to “see” IR
looking through the viewfinder.

GT : Do you have a favorite photographer or
someone you admire in the field of
photography?

HK : No, but there are some photographers on
RedBubble which are on my watchlist who’s work
| admire, like Mike Savad with his outstanding
HDR images, Dawsonimages with his superb
landscapes, Headcrime with his amazing creations
or Donald Cameron with his fantastic black and
white images and there are many more who amaze
me with their skills.

This image was the first ever image | manipulated
in Photoshop and represents the transition from
film to digital for me.

I don’t really remember how and what | did to it,
but I just loved to play around with it and got a big
kick out of it, the one thing I did not alter was the
position of the cross | would have not known how
to do it back then.

Love the bold colours in this and certainly is an
image that could stick in your mind.
